( MAINTENANCE AND CARE )

(  CHANGE BATTERY )

Find the cover of the battery compartment on the back of the musical toy. Picture 1
- Loosen the screws on the battery cover with a screwdriver. Open the cover.

- Place 3 pcs. 1,5 V type AA (LR6) alkaline batteries (not included) as indicated in the inside of the
battery compartment:

Tip: It is recommended the use of alkaline batteries for extended operation.
- Reinstall the battery cover and tighten the screws with a screwdriver. Do not tighten excessively.

- If the product starts with malfunction, it may be necessary to reset the electronics. Remove
batteries and then insert them again.

- When the sound begins to weaken or stop, it's time to change the battery by an adult!
